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The battle was raging. The Arian heresy had gripped large swaths of the Church, leading many to
deny the divinity of Christ. But at the Council of Nicaea in 325 AD, the Holy Spirit, working through
the Council Fathers, definitively affirmed the Church’s inerrant faith in Jesus Christ, Second
Person of the Trinity, consubstantial with the Father.
